The Council of the Village of Salisbury under authovested in it by section 34 (1) (b) of the Cormity
Planning Act, enacts as follows:

SECTION 1 SCOPE AND INTERPRETATION

1.1 Purpose

This by-law:
(1) divides the municipality into zones;
(2) prescribes, subject to powers reserved in tha@ission or Planning Advisory
Committee:
@) the purpose for which land, buildings andatites in any zone may be used,
and
(b) standards to which land use, and the placemsesttion, alteration and use of
buildings and structures must conform; and
3) prohibits the use, placement, erection or aften of land, buildings or structures other

than in conformity with the purposes and standardscribed within this by-law.
1.2 Classification
(1) For the purposes of this by-law, the municiyab divided into zones as delineated on

the plan attached as Schedule “B”, entitled “Viéagf Salisbury Zoning Map”

?3) Upon receipt of an application with a currenilBing Location Survey Certificate and
fee in the amount of $100.00, the Development @ffivay issue a letter of regarding
conformity of the property with the Zoning By-law.

1.4 Zoning Maps

3) The symbols used on Schedule “B” refer to thrapriate zones established as classified
in this by-law.
15 Interpretation Of Zoning Boundaries

Boundaries between zones shall be determinedlas/o

(1) A zone boundary shown approximately at a lné is deemed to be at the boundary of
the lot line;
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(2) Where zone boundaries are indicated as follgwim existing or proposed street line,
alley line or public utility right-of-way or easemigline, the zone boundary shall be
construed as the boundaries of such street, aigt;of-way or easement;

3) A zone boundary shown following approximatdig top of a bank of a shoreline, creek,
stream or channel is deemed to be at the top dfahk and moves with any change in
such bank;

(4) In the event that a dedicated street or roadedineated on Schedule B, is closed, the

property formerly within such street or road shelincluded within the zone of the
adjoining property on either side of such closedettor road. Where a closed street or
road is the boundary between two or more differ@mies, the new boundary shall be the
former centreline of the closed street;

(5) Where an electrical transmission line rightwaly or watercourse is included on the
zoning maps and serves as a boundary between tmorer different zones, a line
midway on such right-of-way or watercourse and rditeg in the general direction of the
long division thereof shall be considered the baupdetween zones unless specifically
indicated otherwise; or

(6) Where none of the above provisions apply, ahdre appropriate, the zone boundary
shall be scaled from the attached Schedule B.

1.6 Zones Not On Maps
The zoning maps of this by-law may be amendediliaeiany zone in this by-law, regardless of
whether or not such zone has previously appearehpzoning map. Such amendments must be
carried out in accordance with the requirementh®fCommunity Planning Act and must be in
conformity with the policies of the Municipal Dewgiment Plan for the Village of Salisbury.

1.7 Uses Permitted

Uses permitted within any zone shall be determaetbllows:

(1) If a use is not listed as a use permitted witiny zone, it shall be deemed to be
prohibited in that zone;

(2) If any use is listed subject to any specialditions or requirements, it shall be permitted
subject to the fulfilling of such conditions or teégements;

3) Where a use permitted within any zone is defimeany definition, the uses permitted
within that zone shall be deemed to include anylaimise which satisfies such
definition except where any definition is specifigdimited to exclude any use.

1.8 Powers Of The Council
(1) No building may be erected in the municipalityespect of which, in the opinion of the
Council, satisfactory arrangements have not beererfmdhe supply of electric power,

water, sewerage, streets or other services oitfesil

(2) When, in the opinion of Council, a buildingsiructure is dilapidated, dangerous, or
unsightly, the Council may:

@) require the improvement, removal or demolitibsuch building or structure at
the expense of the owner thereof, or

Development in floodplains

Notwithstanding any other provision of this By-lamo building or structure may be
erected on any site where it would otherwise benjtgzd under this By-law when, in the
opinion of the Commission, the site is marshy, sttifie flooding, excessively steep or
otherwise unsuitable by virtue of its soil or topaghy.

Temporary Use

Upon receipt of an application and supportingiinfation to the satisfaction of the
Development Officer and a fee in the amount of $280the Commission may, subject
to such terms and conditions as it considers fit;

(@) authorize, for a temporary period of one yedeeelopment otherwise
prohibited by this By-law.

(b) require the termination or removal of a develeptrauthorized under 1.9.2(a) at
the end of the authorized period.

Terms and Conditions

Where uses that are prescribed within any zoneiag Isubject to terms and condition as
imposed by the Commission, no development of ank sise shall commence unless an
application and supporting information, to the aiition of the Development Officer,
and a fee in the amount of $250.00, has been retteind the application has been
approved by the Commission and the appropriate ipeissued.

Similar of Compatible Uses and Reasonable Viaga

Upon receipt of an application and supporting infation, to the satisfaction of the
Development Officer, and a fee in the amount of3$26 the Commission may permit,
subject to terms and conditions as it sees fit:

(@) as provided for by Subsection 35(a) of the Agtroposed use of a land or a
building that is otherwise not permitted under zbaing by-law if, in its
opinion, the proposed use is sufficiently similaiot compatible with a use
permitted by the By-law for the zone in which thed or building is situated; or

(b) such reasonable variance from the requirenrités By-law as provided for
by Subsection 35(b) of the Act, as, in its opiniisndesirable for the
development of a parcel of land or a building oucure and is in accordance
with the general intent of the By-law and the Mupét Development Plan.

Non-conforming Uses
Upon receipt of an application and supporting infation to the satisfaction of the

Development Officer, and a fee in the amount of3@8 the Commission may, as
provided for in Section 40 of the Act, permit;
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(a) the continuance of a non-conforming use, eékengh such non-conforming use
was discontinued for a consecutive period of temttmg or such further period
as the Commission sees fit;

(b) the repair or restoration or use of a non-oonfng building or structure that has
been damaged to the extent of at least half ofvti@e building or structure,
exclusive of the foundation;

(c) a non-conforming use of a part of a buildiadpe extended into a portion of the
building that was constructed subsequent to the ofethe passing of the By-
law; or

(d) a non-conforming use to be changed to a simitgrconforming use.

1.10 Amendments

(1) A person who seeks to have this By-law amended:
(a) shall address a written and signed applicatiodyplicate, therefore to the
Council
(b) shall, where the application involves rezoramgarea of land from one type of

zoning to another, include therewith:

0] a statement as to the ownership thereof, and
(i) the signature of at least one owner of eaattel of land
therein; and

(@) shall pay a fee of $1000.00

(2) The Council may return all or part of the fegquired to have this By-law amended.

3) An application under this section shall incledeh information as may be required by
the Council or Commission for the purpose of adeglyassessing the desirability of the
proposal.

(4) Before giving its views to the Council with pegt to an application under this section,

the Commission may carry out such investigatioit dsems necessary.

(5) Council may require that any advertising cesated to rezoning applications shall be
paid by the applicant.
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SECTION 2 DEFINITIONS

In this by-law the word “shall” is mandatory andt permissive. Words used in the present tensé shal
include the future; words used in the singular nenghall include the plural and words used in tueg
number shall include the singular. The word “usglddll include “intended to be used”, “arrangedd an
“designed”. All other words shall carry their custary meaning except for those defined hereinafter:

ACCESSORY BUILDING means a subordinate building or structure on éineeslot as
the main building and devoted exclusively to areasory use, but does not include a
building attached in any way to the main building.

ACCESSORY USEmeans a use subordinate and naturally, custonardynormally
incidental to and dependent upon a main use of dafmlildings and located on the same
lot with such main use.

ACT means the Community Planning Act, for the ProviocBew Brunswick.

ADULT ENTERTAINMENT means any establishment or retail business tfaitsof
goods, services or entertainment to the publicohte to deliver sexual stimulation or
gratification, or is reasonably intended to appeaharily to erotic appetites. It includes,
but not limited to, entertainment characterizedhsydisplay of the nude or semi-nude
human body in a manner or context apparently desigo exploit sexual aspects of the
human body. Such entertainment is commonly promesath adjectives or terms such
as 'nude’, 'topless', 'sexy’, 'exotic’, and sdtaiso includes, but is not limited to
'massage parlors', video stores', which predoniingesture for sale goods and supplies
that purport to aid or enhance the sexual expegienc

AGRICULTURAL USE means the use of any land, building or structareHe
production of food, fiber, or flora or the breediagd handling of animals and includes a
farm dwelling and accessory buildings and retainarket outlets for the sale of
perishable goods or for the handling of animalsgkéor the purpose of this by-law such
shall not include such industrial uses as a canoieay abattoir

ALTERATION means any change in a structural component oimangase in the
volume of a building or structure.

AMENITY AREA means an area of land, which is set aside foptingoses of visual
improvement, recreation or relaxation and may alstude that portion of the building
which is devoted to relaxation such as games raordsbalconies.

ATTACHED BUILDING means a building otherwise complete in itself, \utsbares
one or more walls or part of a wall, above gradesammon with an adjacent building or
buildings.

AUTOMOBILE REPAIR SHOP means a building or part of a building on a latdis
for minor or major repair of light trucks and pasger vehicles, excluding buses, and
includes auto body work, muffler, brake, tire ahakg replacement, transmission repair
and replacement, wheel alignment, and other cugtogiactivities directly related to the
repair or alteration of motor vehicles but shali melude the manufacturing or
fabrication of motor vehicle parts for the purpa$sale nor the retailing of gasoline or
other fuels.
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BAKERY SHOP means a shop where products of a bakery are nmatigodd by retail
and for the purposes of this by-law includes airetanmercial use.

BED & BREAKFAST/TOURIST HOME means a single detached dwelling in which
there is an owner or manager who provides overdigpdbmmodation and meals (usually
breakfast but occasionally other meals as well}ertraveling public.

BOARDING OR ROOMING HOUSE means a dwelling in which the proprietor
supplies either room or room and board, for moyegain to persons exclusive of the
owner of the building.

BUILDING means any roofed structure, whether temporargongnent, used or built
for the shelter, accommodation or enclosure ofgessanimals, chattels or equipment
and includes any vessel or container used for attyecforegoing purposes.

BUSINESS SERVICE USEmeans the use of land and buildings as a basgevations
from which services are provided to office, retail commercial clients and, without
limiting the generality of the foregoing, includeice equipment repair and
maintenance services, electronic equipment repadimaaintenance services, courier
companies, and bottled water distribution comparied may include accessory indoor
storage, but does not and shall not include sestations, transportation or heavy
equipment repair facilities or warehouses.

CARPORT means a building or structure, which is desigredtfe parking and storage
of motor vehicles and is opened on at least twe émarder to provided unobstructed
access to the rear.

CAR WASH means a building or part of a building containamg or more wash bays,
attended or unattended by staff, wherein vehialesvashed.

CEMETERY means land primarily used for internment of humemains and where
chapels, churches, funeral homes, crematoria dattdefacilities may be incorporated as
accessory uses.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE means any vehicle, which is licensed as a comniercia
carrier as determined by the Registrar of Motor ivlels.

COMMERCIAL WIND ENERGY SYSTEM means single wind turbine, or multiple
wind turbines, intended solely to generate elegtpower for sale to the power grid.

COMMISSION means the Greater Moncton Planning District Comionss

CONVENIENCE STORE means a retail store which serves the daily oasional

needs of residents of the immediate area with &tyaof goods such as groceries, meats,
beverages, dairy products, patent medicines, sesydobacco, hardware, magazines,
videos and newspapers.

DAYCARE NEIGHBOURHOOD means an establishment for the provision of cade an
supervision to children, regulated under the Caild Family Services Act, containing no
more than 15 children.

DAYCARE CENTRE, COMMERCIAL means an establishment for the provision of
care and supervision to children, regulated unitkeiCthild and Family Services Act.

DEVELOPMENT means:

DISTRIBUTION CENTRE means a building used for the storage, wholesalitty
distribution of goods and materials.

DRIVE-THRU BUSINESS means a building where food and drink is serveth¢o t
public for consumption while in their automobiles.

DWELLING means a building or part of a building, occupiedapable of being
occupied as a home or residence by one or moremqserand containing one or more
dwelling units but shall not include a hotel, a ipapartment hotel or hostel.

DWELLING, ACCESSORY UNIT means a dwelling unit, which is secondary to the
principle dwelling unit, either contained within attached to the principle dwelling.

DWELLING UNIT means one or more habitable rooms designed, aatapiintended
for use by one or more persons as an independdrgegrarate housekeeping
establishment in which a kitchen, sleeping andtaanfacilities are provided for the
exclusive use of such persons, including the usedb 3 (three) rooms for the keeping
of boarders.

DWELLING, SINGLE UNIT means a dwelling other than a mobile or mini home,
travel trailer or motor home containing only onestlimg unit.

DWELLING, TWO UNIT means a building containing two dwelling units

DWELLING, MOBILE OR MINI HOME means any dwelling, which is pre-
manufactured and designed to be transported timthe

DWELLING, MULTIPLE UNIT means a building other than a rowhouse, containing
three or more dwelling units.

DWELLING, SEMI-DETACHED means a single unit dwelling attached to another
single unit dwelling by a common above grade wéthwach dwelling located on a
separate lot.

DWELLING, ROWHOUSE, is synonymous with “townhouse dwelling” and means a
dwelling that is part of a building divided vertilyainto three or more dwelling units,

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each of which is located on a separate lot and efelnich has independent entrances to
a front and rear yard immediately abutting the fimd rear walls of the unit.

ENTERTAINMENT USE means any activity carried on within a buildingpart of a
building which involves commercial entertainment usement or relaxation and,
without limiting the generality of the foregoingiciudes a tavern, nightclub, beverage
room, an arcade or amusement centre, includingia@and a pool or billiard hall, but,
specifically limiting the generality of the foregj, does not include adult entertainment
uses.

EROSION PROTECTION WORK means shoreline stabilization, riprap, and bank
protection projects.

ESTABLISHED GRADE means with reference to a building, the averageagt of
the finished surface of the ground where it mestseixterior of such building, and when
used with reference to a structure, shall meamieeage elevation of the finished grade
of the ground immediately surrounding such structure

EXISTING VACANT UNDERSIZE LOT mean a vacant lot that has an area of less
than 1207.7 sq meter.

FENCE means a barrier closing or bordering a field, yetad usually made of posts and
wire or wood, used to prevent entrance, to confinép mark a boundary.

FOOD PROCESSING ESTABLISHMENT means a commercial establishment in
which food is processed or otherwise prepared fiondn consumption but not consumed
on the premises.

FORESTRY USE means commercial sylviculture and the productiotinatber or pulp
and any uses associated with a sylvicultural ussyding sawmills, related vehicle and
equipment storage and maintenance buildings ardbyard retail and wholesale outlets
for wood and wood products.

GARDEN NURSERY means a building or structure, and lands assattherewith, for
the growing of flowers, fruits, vegetables, plastsiubs, trees or similar vegetation and
may also include the sale of related accessoryligspncluding landscaping material.

GARDEN SUITE means a detached dwelling unit, designed to beegdlan the rear yard
of a lot containing a single unit dwelling.

GAS BAR means an establishment, other than an auto repiet,avhere air, cleaning
equipment, motor vehicle fuel and other liquidsessary for the operation of a vehicle
are sold to the general public, and may includestile of convenience items.

GROSS FLOOR AREA means the aggregate of the floor areas of a ngildbove and

below grade, measured between the exterior factsadxterior walls of the building at
each floor level but excluding car parking areashinithe building; and for the purpose
of this clause, the walls of an inner court sheldeemed to be exterior walls.

HEIGHT with reference to a building or structure, medres\ertical distance of a
building or structure between the established geadkhighest point of the structure or
building roof surface for flat, hip, or gable ropénd to the deckline for mansard and
gambrel roofs, or one-quarter the height betweerfitlished ceiling of the uppermost
floor and the highest point of the roof for anyethoof type.

HOME BUSINESS means a secondary use on a lot that containgge sinit dwelling,
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which use may entail an office in the dwelling andy include the storage of not more
than a total of 3 commercially licensed vehiclepieces of equipment on the lot for the
purpose of performing work at other locations.

HOME OCCUPATION means a secondary use which is clearly incidemal
secondary to the residential use of the propedngduacted in an accessory building or a
portion of a dwelling unit by members of the ocautsaesiding therein, and may involve
one person not an occupant residing therein. A hatoepation activity shall not include
the repair of motor vehicles, auto body shop, coesibn equipment, recreational
vehicles and motorcycle repair shops and smallrenggpair shops.

HOUSEHOLD PET means a domestic animal customarily kept withitwalling or in
an outside pen or accessory building for the sotpgse of pleasure rather than utility
and includes dogs, cats, rabbits, small birdsneietese potbellied pigs and rodents but
excludes cattle, sheep, horses, pigs, poultry, Beeésanimals customarily kept as farm
animals.

HOTEL/MOTEL/MOTOR INN means a commercial building(s) providing temporary
accommodations for travelers or transients on a-s@ard basis, and may have a public
dining room and convention room.

INDUSTRIAL USE means the use of land, buildings or structureshfer
manufacturing, processing, fabrication or assermbhaw materials or goods,
warehousing, bulk storage of goods for sale anthawt limiting the generality of the
foregoing, includes a commercial or service or pantation establishment.

INSTITUTIONAL USE means the use of land, buildings, or structuresdiigious,
educational, health, municipal, provincial or feddacilities.

KENNEL , means a building or structure where dogs and atbmestic animals
excluding livestock are bred and raised and armd sokept for sale or boarded, with or
without veterinary care.

LIVESTOCK means farm animals kept of use, for propagatiomtended for profit or
gain and, without limiting the generality of thedégoing, includes dairy and beef cattle,
horses, swine, sheep, laying hens, chicken anéyugoats, geese, and rabbits.

LOADING SPACE means an area of land provided and maintained thgosame lot or
lots upon which the main use is located and whiahddequate access to permit ingress
and egress by means of driveways, aisles or mariagwereas and which is used for the
temporary parking of a commercial motor vehicle whilerchandise or materials are
being loaded or unloaded from the vehicles.

LOT means a parcel of land described in a deed ordslwh plan, used or proposed to
be used as the site of a building or structurgppugenance to.

LOT AREA means the total horizontal area within the lo¢dirof a lot.

LOT, CORNER means a lot situated at the intersection of, dudtieg on, two or more
streets.

LOT COVERAGE means that percentage of the lot area that isifiedhto be covered
by all buildings and structures, excluding aboveugd swimming pools and that portion
of such lot area which is occupied by a buildingortion thereof which is completely
below ground level, and for the purpose of thigrdébn the maximum lot coverage in
each zone shall be deemed to apply only to thatgmoof such lot which is located
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within said zone.

LOT FRONTAGE means the horizontal distance between the sidmés as measured
along the front lot line and in the case of a cotag the front and flankage lot lines shall
be deemed to extend to their hypothetical poinbigisection for the purpose of
calculating the frontage.

LOT, INTERIOR means a lot other than a corner or through lot.

LOT LINE means a common line between a lot and an abuttin;ne, street, parcel of
land or body of water.

LOT LINE, FLANKAGE means a side lot line, which abuts the street corer lot.

LOT LINE, FRONT means the line dividing the lot from the streebtirer means of
access: and

(e) in the case of a corner lot - the shorter bountiaeyabutting the street shall - -
be deemed to be the front lot line and the longembary line abutting the
street shall be deemed to be the flankage lot éind;where such lot lines
are of equal length, the front lot line shall biner of the lot lines and the
other lot line shall be the flankage lot line; bdaries dividing the lot from
a street shall be deemed to be the front lot bine,

4) in the case of a lot which abuts an access roadvaich has another of its- - - -
boundaries adjoining the shore line of a lake rimestream, the lot line
facing the access road shall be deemed to bedhelft line.

LOT LINE, REAR means the lot line farthest from or opposite ®ftiont lot line.
LOT LINE, SIDE means a lot line other than a front, flankageear tot line.

LOT, THROUGH means a lot bounded on two opposite sides bytstoediighways
provided, that if any lot qualifies as being botbtoaner lot and a through lot as defined
herein, such lot shall be deemed to be a cornéoildhe purpose of this by-law.

MAIN BUILDING means the building in which is carried on the gipal purpose for
which the building lot is used.

MAIN WALL means the exterior front, side or rear wall otidding.

MANUFACTURED HOME means a house entirely built in a protected enwiremt
under the CSA standards code and transportedite. o known as mini-home and
doublef/triple-wide home. Manufactured homes arereateational vehicles.

MANUFACTURING/PROCESSING/ASSEMBLY, means the use of land, building or
structures for the purpose of converting raw mateprocessed material or assembling
into finished materials or products or goods inglgdpackaging, but does not include
heavy industry.

MAXIMUM RATED OUTPUT CAPACITY means the maximum power produced by
the wind turbine operating at optimal wind speed.

MEDICAL AND HEALTH OFFICE means an establishment used by qualified
medical practitioners and staff, for the provisidnreedical and health care on an
outpatient basis. This term refers to such useseacal and dental offices, occupational
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health and safety office, physiotherapy serviceanseling services, chiropractic
services, but does not include veterinary services.

MINI/MOBILE HOME PARK means a parcel of land under single ownershipghvhi
has been planned for the placement of two or m@neufiactured homes.

NON-COMMERCIAL WIND ENERGY SYSTEM means a wind turbine that is
subordinate and incidental to the main use ondharid that supplies electrical power
solely for on-site use, except that when a paroekbich a non-commercial wind turbine
is installed also receives electrical power sugblig a utility company, excess electrical
power generated by the noncommercial wind turbineremighresently needed for on-site
use may be used by the utility company in exchdoga reduction in the cost of
electrical power supplied by that company to thegkfor on-site use, as long as no net
revenue is produced by such excess electrical power

OFFICE means a building or part of a building in whickear more persons are
employed in the management, direction or condudifregbusiness or where
professionally qualified persons and their staff’eelients or patients who seek advice,
consultation or treatment and may include the athtnative offices of a non-profit or
charitable organization. It shall not include thamafacturing of any products or the
retail selling of goods.

OPEN SPACEmeans land that is inappropriate or limited fdyaur development by
reason of having inherent or natural hazards sacusceptibility to floods or erosion.

OUTDOOR DISPLAY COURT means an area of land where goods are displayed
which are available for sale to the general puio a retail outlet located on the same
lot and without limiting the generality of the fg@ng, outdoor display court includes the
display of cars, trucks, vans, motor homes, trgjlboats, snowmobiles, motorcycles,
swimming pools, decorative fountains and prefalbeidaottages and homes.

OUTDOOR STORAGE means an area on a lot, other than an outdoolagtispurt, for
the storage of merchandise, goods, inventory, tiadgesr equipment or other items.

OUTDOOR WOOD-BURNING FURNACE means an accessory building or structure
which operates as a heat source for associatedbu#itings.

PARKING LOT means an open area of land other than a street area within a
structure for the parking of vehicles.

PARKING SPACE means an area reserved for the temporary parkisgpmage of
motor vehicles, and which has adequate accesstatpegress and egress of a motor
vehicle to and from a street or highway by meardriseways, aisles or maneuvering
areas.

PAVED means the use of tar and gravel, asphaltic otePortement concrete or other
similar substance to create a smooth surface,divgfbituminous penetration, but not
the use of clay, dirt or slag.

PERSON:includes an individual, association, firm, parsiep, corporation, trust,
incorporated company, organization, trustee or a@emn the heirs, executors or other
legal representatives of a person to whom the gbnt apply according to law.

PERSONAL SERVICE SHOP means a building or a part of a building in which
persons are employed in furnishing direct servares otherwise directly administering
to the individual and personal needs of persorg vdthout limiting the generality of
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foregoing, may include such establishments as batips, beauty parlors, hairdressing
shops, shoe repair shops, tailor shops, dry clgaamad laundry depots, but excludes the
manufacturing or fabrication of goods for retaibgnolesale distribution and does not
include a massage parlour.

PRINTING ESTABLISHMENT means an establishment used for blueprinting,
engraving, stereotyping, electro-typing, printingypesetting, and shall include a
duplicating shop and a letter shop.

PUBLIC PARK means a park owned or controlled by a public aitthor by any
board, commission or other authority establisheceuady statute of the Province of
New Brunswick or Government of Canada.

PUBLIC UTILITY means any building, structure, plant, or equipnessential to the
provision and operation of services to the gerualic including, but not limited to, the
provision of electricity, water, sewerage disposammunication services and
infrastructure, pipelines, railway, roads and sidiw, traffic management systems,
vehicular and pedestrian bridges, gas distribugystems and energy generating wind
structures.

RECREATIONAL USE means the use of land, buildings and structunesgort,
entertainment or leisure purposes and, withoutiligithe generality of the foregoing,
may include such uses as parks, playgrounds, teoniss, lawn bowling greens,
bowling alleys, marinas, miniature golf course, dadand outdoor skating rinks, athletic
fields, golf courses, boat and yacht clubs, piem&as and swimming pools, dance halls,
roller skating rinks and similar uses to the foiegotogether with any accessory
buildings and structures, but does not include coroimlecamping grounds nor a track
for the racing of any form of motorized vehiclesamy animals.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE means a vehicular or portable unit designed faretra
camping or recreational use, including “all terreghicles” (ATV), travel trailers and
pick-up or motorized campers.

RECYCLING DEPOT means a building that is used for the depositecttbn and
handling of waste paper, rags, tires, bottles loeromaterials, which are to be delivered
wholesale to other locations for reclamation, pssagy or salvage.

RESIDENTIAL CARE FACILITY means a building or place or part of a building in
which accommodation, supervisory and/or persona isaprovided, or is made available
for more than three persons with social, healggllemotional, mental or physical
impediment or problems and includes such faciliiesre licensed under thamily
Services Actyr by any other provincial legislation, but does imelude public or private
hospitals or sanitorium, jail, prison or reformatoor a hostel.

RESOURCE EXTRACTION means the removal of resources from the land, and
includes sod farming, the extraction of sand, graslay, shale, limestone, or any other
deposit such as petroleum product, for profit.

RESOURCE EXTRACTION STORAGE means all buildings, aggregate plants,
material storage areas and weigh scales assouiétethe excavation of rock, borrow
material, soil for commercial sale or use but dagsmclude structures or storage areas
which are fundamental to the activities of mining.

RESTAURANT means a building where food and drink is servetthéqoublic primarily
for consumption within the building.
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RESTAURANT, DRIVE THRU means a building where the design of physical
facilities or the packaging procedures encourageeomits customers to receive food or
drink which may be consumed in a motor vehicle pofbthe premises.

RETAIL STORE means a building or part of a building in whictode, wares,
merchandise, substances, articles or things areedffer sale directly to the public at
retail value and shall include minor food procegsind packaging in connection with the
sale of food products.

RETAINING WALL means a structure constructed to hold back orstipp earthen
bank.

ROTOR CLEARANCE means the distance between the bottom tip of lddetand the
ground.

SALVAGE YARD means a lot for the storage, handling, processirgale of scrap
material, and without limiting the generality oktforegoing, shall include materials such
as waste paper, rags, used bicycles, vehicles, tiretal or other scrap or salvage.

SCREENING means the use of landscaping, fences or bernst@mNy and/or audibly
separate areas or uses.

SERVICE INDUSTRY includes uses related to the processing of mitkdairy
products, bakery’s, public garages including engineé body and automobile repair
shops, printing establishments, a laundry or deping establishments, painting,
plumbing and sheet metal shops and similar uses.

SERVICE SHOP means a building or part of a building used fer $ale and repair of
household articles and shall include glass replacgshops, radio, television and
appliance repair shops but shall not include indhistses or manufacturing or motor
vehicle repair shops, and shall not include vebidiesigned and intended to serve as
industrial vehicles, heavy equipment or tractoilera.

SERVICE STATION means a building or part of a building used fer tétail sale of
lubricating oils and gasolines and may include giehivashing establishments and the
sale of automobile accessories and the servicidgyaneral repairing of motorized
vehicles other than industrial vehicles, heavy po@nt or tractor trailers.

SHOPPING CENTRE means a commercial development exceeding 1500esquetres

in area consisting of more than one business ésitafént, which is designed, developed,
operated or controlled by a single owner or tenang group of owners or tenants any
may contain retail uses, banks and financial tins, restaurants, food and grocery
stores, and office uses and characterized by #enghof common parking areas and
driveways.

SHIPPING CONTAINER means a container originally designed for use as a
means of storing and transporting cargo via ship or truck.

SIGHT TRIANGLE means the triangular shaped area of land formaddasuring
from the point of intersection of street lines ocoaner lot a minimum of 4.6 metres
along each such street line and adjoining suchpeirds with a straight line.

SIGN means any object, device, light, display, paintngtructure, or part thereof,
which is used to advertise, identify, display, direr attract attention to any object,
person, institution, organization, business, prodsgrvice, event or location by any
means, including words, letters, figures, desigmtsyis fixtures, colors, illumination or
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projected images, except any “signs” which is a&ftixo the inside of a window or glass
door.

SIGN, BILLBOARD means a large ground sign or facia wall sign wisamot related to
any business or use located on the lot.

SIGN, CANOPY means a sign attached to, or forming part of aypaent building
projection, projecting of fixed to a structuralfrawork, which extends outwards from
the exterior wall of a building or is a self supjug structure, and a canopy sign shall
include marquees and gas bar canopies.

SIGN, DIRECTORY means a sign located on a property upon which thare one
business is located and which displays only anlistif the names of these businesses or
organizations without advertising copy, except siess logogram.

SIGN, FACIA WALL means a single faced sign placed flat againsiviieof a
building.

SIGN, FREESTANDING means a sign, other than a portable sign, fixedeground
and supported independently of a building.

SIGN, ILLUMINATED means a sign that is illuminated by an interrgiitlisource.

SIGN, PORTABLE means any sign which is specifically designed terided to be
readily moved from one location to another and Wiidoes not rely on a building or
fixed concrete foundation for its structural sugpand without limiting the generality of
the foregoing, includes signs commonly known as Bach Signs” or “Mobile Sign”,
or “Inflatable” device tethered to any buildingrustture, vehicle or other device.

SIGN, PROJECTING means a sign, which is wholly or partially depamdgon a
building for support and which projects more th@n(tirty) cm beyond such building.

SOD FARM means the use of land for the growing and evem&mbval of grasses, and
the soil that supports them, for any retail or veisalle commercial purpose.

STOREY means that portion of a building which is situabetween the top of any floor
and the top of the next floor above it, and if thix no floor above it, the portion between
the top of such floor and the ceiling above it.

STREET OR ROAD means the whole and entire right-of-way of eveghtvay, road,
or road allowance vested in the Government of Candbvince of New Brunswick or
the Village of Salisbury.

STREET LINE means the boundary line of a street.

STRUCTURE means anything that is erected, built or constdict parts joined
together or any such erection fixed to or suppobtgthe soil or by any other buildings
or structures.

TOTAL HEIGHT OF WIND TURBINE means the total measurement from the base of
the turbine to the tip of the rotor blade.

TRUCK STOP means any building, premises or land in whichpwruwhich a business,
service or industry involving the maintenance, s#ng, storage or repair of commercial
vehicles is conducted or rendered including thpetising of motor fuel or petroleum
products directly into motor vehicles, the sal@ofessories or equipment for trucks and
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similar commercial vehicles. A truck stop also magiude overnight accommodation
and restaurant facilities solely for the use ofltrarews.

UTILITY means a public or private system, works, plantjmgent or services, which
furnishes services to or for the use of the genairhlic.

WALKOUT BASEMENT means a basement containing a full door exit wamfitoe
basement to the outside, where a person can “walkod their basement without going
upstairs.

WAREHOUSE means a building used primarily for the storaggadds and materials,
and may include wholesale and retail sales.

WATERCOURSE means the full width and length, including the beahks, sides and
shoreline, or any part, of a river, creek, stregpning, brook, lake, pond, reservoir, canal,
ditch or other natural or artificial channel operthie atmosphere, the primary function of
which is the conveyance or containment of watertiér the flow be continuous or not.

WETLAND means land that stays flooded all or part of thar with fresh or salt water
and shall include but is not limited to a lake, starswamp that supports wildlife and
replenishes the groundwater system.
